2016 Cascade High School Coach Steve Turner 
 

Steve and Mary Turner were married in 1989 while he was coach and teacher 
at North Medford High School and Mary was teaching in North Bend.  They 
have two sons, Robert who is 25 and John 23. 
 

Mary Turner had her own career, 25 years teaching at the Elementary level 
in every city her husband moved to.  She left the teaching field to pursue 
her passion in supporting the University of Oregon sports programs and is 
currently deeply involved as a Daisy Duck, directly seeing to the needs of 
individual athletes at the school.  Mary is immersed in Track Town USA, 
other NCAA events, the World Cup and much, much more.  Mary and Steve 

recently moved to Eugene so Mary could pursue her passion to support university sports.  
 

Coach Steve Turnerõs career spans 40 years in teaching and coaching, primarily football, but he has coached 
baseball and wrestling as well.  His teaching was mostly in Health and Physical Education and heõs taught 
many other subjects in his career; but his love was teaching young people in the field of sports.  
 

Steve Turner completed grade school in San Bruno (The Mustangs), California, and then attended 
Cappuccino High in San Bruno playing football, basketball and track. From California he moved to Salem, 
Oregon to attend Willamette University from 1972 thru 1976 and upon graduation he took his first coaching 
position at Cascade High School as head football coach and teacher.  This followed moves to Mount Rai ner 
High in 1988, North Medford High in 1988, Crook County High 1998, and Mountain View High in 2005, then 
back to Cascade High School in 2012 where he retired from coaching and teaching in 2015, but he is not 
finished coaching or teaching in sports by a l ong shot.  Coach Turner is looking at Europe at the professional 
level and still might go back to high school sports in the Eugene area.  Coach Turner has no hobbies; his life 
was filled with coaching and teaching students at the high school level.  
 

Coach Turner has four football State Championships to his credit, the 
first one at Cascade High (4A) in 1980, the second at North Medford 
High (6A) in 1993, then a third at Mountain View High (5A) in 2011, 
and his fourth and final championship at Cascade High ( 4A) in 2015.  
Just a few outstanding athletes he coached at the high school level 
who later moved to the professional ranks are: Tom Vettrus, from 
Oregon State who played for the Miami Dolphins; Bill Lowder from 
Oregon who played for the Oakland Raiders; and Ashton Eaton from 
Mountain View High in 2008, who became an Olympian Decathlon 
champion in 2012, and World champion in 2014.  Coach Turnerõs 
coaching guidance is, òIt takes a little more ð to be a champion ó.  He 
was proud to be surrounded by good coaches and good players. 
 

Some other highlights in his career are his involvement with the Les 
Schwab Bowl (5A & 6A) three times, and the East-West Shinerõs game. 
 

Coach Turnerõs final comment was that òCascade High School is a 
family and was a life saver to hi m, a great place to be a member, a 
very special place , thatõs why I came backó.

1. CANDY:  If you throw candy to the crowd, please throw it at the feet of the crowd and not over their 
heads. 

2. No alcoholic beverages will be allowed on or in any entry vehicles, and no consumption of alcohol by 
parade participants will be allowed prior to or during the parade.  

3. No entries, which are offensive or discriminatory to any race, religion, and ethnic or minority group, will 
be allowed.   

4. All advertising on entries shall be tasteful and subordinate to the theme of the Corn Festival.  
5. Any special distribution of material by entrants MUST have prior approval of the city administrator or 

parks commissioner. 
6. All motorized entries must have liability insurance coverage in force, be properly licensed vehicles and 

be driven by a licensed driver. 
7. Any entrant or participant may be denied a parade registration or removed from the parade line - up if 

he or she does not comply with the parade rules and regulations or violates any state, federal, or local 
laws and ordinances. 

8. We need motorized vehicles to keep up with the pace of the parade.  We want to avoid ñgapsò in 
parade line-up. 

9. Judges will look for decorations, cleanliness and neatness of the entrants, their accessories and/or 
livestock; as it applies to the theme.  They will look for matching and/or coordinating outfits in group 
categories or floats and the use of the theme generally.  They will also look for the effort displayed in 
preparation of costumes and accessories.  

10. The park commissioner reserves the right to deny a parade permit to an y entry which is non-compliant 
with the parade rules and regulations or is objectionable in any way.

National Night Out is designed to: (1) Heighten crime and drug prevention awareness; (2) Generate 
support for, and participation in, local anti -crime efforts; (3) Strengthen neighborhood spirit and 
police community partnerships; and (4) Send a message to criminals letting them know 
neighborhoods are organized and fighting back.

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Active shooter preparedness We 
hope you never are involved in this type 
of a scenario, but unfortunately these 
types of events happen.  Be aware.  Be 
prepared.  Donôt be a victim. 
 

I attended a training recently and one of 
the topics presented dealt with an 
active shooter in an office scenario.  
The short training we received was very 
informative.   
 

An active shooter/hostile intruder is an 
individual actively engaged in killing, or 
attempting to kill, people in a confined 
and populated area by any means.  
There is no pattern or method to their 
selection of victims.  Most active 
shooter situations are unpredictable, 
evolve quickly, and are over within 
minutes.  Knowing what to do can save lives 
 
 

You have three options:  
  

1.  Run 

¶ Have an escape route and plan in mind 

¶ Leave your belongings behind 

¶ Evacuate regardless of whether others agree  to 
follow  

¶ Help others escape, if possible  

¶ Do not attempt to move the wounded  

¶ Prevent others from entering an area where the 
active shooter may be  

¶ Keep your hands visible 

¶ Call 911 when you are safe 
 

2.   Hide 

¶ Hide in an area out of the shooterõs view 

¶ Lock door or block entry to your hiding place  

¶ Silence your cell phone (including vibrate mode) and 
remain quiet  
 

3.   Fight  

¶ Fight as a last resort and only when your life is in 
imminent danger  

¶ Attempt to incapacitate the shooter  

¶ Act with as much physical aggression as possible 

¶ Improvise weapons or throw items at the active 
shooter 

¶ Commit to your actions..your life depends on it  
 

When Law Enforcement arrives:   
*Remain calm and follow instructions 
*Drop items in your hands (e.g., bags, jackets) 
*Raise hands and spread fingers 
*Keep hands visible at all times 
*Avoid quick movements toward officers, such as holding 
on to them for safety 
*Avoid pointing, screaming or yelling 
*Do not ask questions when evacuating

Information to provide to 911 dispatchers: 
*Location of the active shooter 
*Number of shooters 
*Physical description of shooters 
*Number and type of weapons shooter has 
*Number of potential victims at location

In June, the department responded to 80 calls for 
service that resulted in reports being taken. In 
addition, we inve stigated 27 crimes with 18 arrests.

Garbage rates will increase in Octoberé 
 

Marion County Environmental Services oversees the solid waste disposal and recycling for 
Marion County.  They own two active disposal sites, as well as have contracts on two other 
facilities: the Coventa-Energy-from-Waste facility in Brooks and the Salem-Keizer Recycling 
and Transfer Station, which includes the Household Hazardous Waste facility. 
 

Why is this relevant?  Marion County receives fees from customers that use their services for 
waste disposal.  They charge a ñtipping feeò for each ton of waste (or fraction of a ton) that is 
ñtipped outò of the garbage trucks.  Right now, that fee is $67.45 per ton at the Waste to Energy 

Facility in Brooks.  There are separate rates for yard and wood waste, as well as appliances and old tires.   
 

Marion County has not increased the tipping fee to commercial garbage haulers for more than 20 years.  That 
has been possible because of the sale of electricity and the amount of metal they have been able to glean from 
the processed materials at Brooks.   There has been a recent change in the way electrical 
markets are valued, and metal prices have dropped sharply in the last two years.  Also, the 
projected income from the Brooks facility has not been as great as anticipated. 
 

Marion County has cut various programs and services, but their fixed costs continue to rise.  
They will be increasing their tipping fee by $20 per ton (about 30 percent) on October 1st.  The 
charge for medical waste, appliances with Freon, and contractor waste (such as sheet rock) is 
increasing by as much as 100%.  Canneries will be paying 30 plus percent more to dispose of their waste. 
 

Republic Services has approached City Council to let them know they will be requesting an increase in their 
rates to cover the increased tipping fee.  They are still in the process of determining what that overall increase 
might be.  They will be returning to council in September with their request.  
 

Republic recently instituted yard debris pick-up for a minimal additional charge.  The requested increase will 
not have anything to do with that service ï the Marion County rate for yard and wood waste will remain the 
same.  This is for that ñother garbage.ò   
 

If you have any questions about the upcoming increase, you are invited to attend the city council meeting in 
September, call Republic Services, or come by city hall.  NONE of us know the exact increase at this time.
